Tyson Fitness Challenge & Children’s Miracle Network


For the third straight year, USA Gymnastics and Tyson Foods are proud partners of the Tyson Fitness Challenge, (a) fitness initiative with two goals: helping today’s kids get more physically fit and raising money through Children’s Miracle Network to help kids who are fighting illnesses.
