Observation Area Rules





The partition wall clearly separates the gymnastics areas from the observation area. We can not permit sounds, distractions, and people to travel uninterrupted into the gym. Consider this partition a unique entity which only allows sounds to travel on one direction; toward the observation area. Anything which might interfere with our mission to provide safe, quality instruction to our students is prohibited. 


Do not attempt to communicate with your child across the partition wall. Your interruptions distract and endanger your child and your child’s classmates. Instead, contact the office for help getting your child into or out of the gymnastics areas.


Do not allow your child to exit the gymnastics area without the permission of the attending instructor. 


Do not enter the gymnastics area.


Do not allow your child to open or close the gate without the assistance of an adult.


Do not allow children in the observation area to use any audible device which can be heard more than two feet from the sound-emitting source.


Do not allow children in the observation area to perform any gymnastics skills or any other gross motor skills.


No horseplay is permitted in the observation area.


No games of catch are permitted in the observation area.


If you or your children happen to have any type of problem, see the office staff immediately for assistance in cleaning up spills or help with any other matters. Do not attempt to have an instructor stop their class to give you assistance.


Do not place anything onto the partition wall, or lean on the partition wall. It is not designed to support any weight and spills may occur.


Do not allow your children to climb on the partition wall.


Failure to abide by these rules may result in the loss of your waiting room privileges or removal of your child from our program.
