Apparel Shop


We’re freshly painted and open for business! As you have probably noticed, the OGI Apparel Shop is full of leotards, shorts and T-shirts as well as tape, grips and wristbands. We receive new shipments approximately every three weeks, so there is always something new. Since we return unsold merchandise to vendors after four to six weeks, please watch the “brown wall” for advance notice of leotards scheduled for return. While this enables us to provide you with a constant stream of new leotards, it also means that the leotard you have been eyeing may disappear. 





We will be adding additional items to the shop over time. Many of you have asked about long sleeve leotards. We should be receiving them in the next few weeks. We plan to add boys’ shorts in the near future. If there are other items you would like to see us carry, please let the office know. 





Please stop in and browse around. The shop accepts cash, check or charge. However, we are not able to add purchases to your OGI account. Store hours will be posted on the door to the shop. Remember, please no chalky hands or unattended little ones. 





Side Entrance


The side entrance with direct access to our observation area is officially closed for the season. When this door is used during the fall, winter and early spring months, it is very uncomfortable for those sitting in the observation area.  Exception is made only for those needing an accessible entrance or for emergency exit. Please call in advance for accessible entrance so that we may unlock the door for you and assist you with entrance.








Did you know?





Your child can enroll in a 2nd class, and there is a 40% discount on that second class? We have a locked payment drop box outside our front entrance. Never miss your opportunity to receive your $5 monthly early pay discount!





When you recommend a new student to OGI and they let us know on their registration form that you referred them when they enroll in a class, you will receive a 10% discount on your child’s next month’s fees!





Pick-Up Policy


Parents are not required to remain in the building during their children’s lessons (other than Toddling Turtles classes). If a parent leaves the gym, arrangements must be made to be certain that all students are picked up no more than 15 minutes after the child’s class is scheduled to end. This policy is also in effect for any OGI activities in which your child is involved. In the event your child is left alone for more than 15 minutes after the end of their class or activity, a flat fee charge of $15 for the next 10 minutes will be assessed. Company policy requires that two OGI staff members must remain with your child. In the event that your child is left alone for more than 25 minutes, an additional charge of $5 for every 5 minutes will be assessed. Should your child remain alone for more than 45 minutes, the Austintown Police Department or Children Services will be contacted and your child placed in their custody. Please call ahead if you think that you may be late arriving to the gym. OGI staff members are not permitted to transport students to or from OGI. Students are required 


to wait inside the building prior to being picked up by their parents.

NGSTP Charts


Be sure to check our wall near the water fountain for Recreational Girls & Boys Beginner, Novice and Intermediate NGSTP charts! Each child enrolled in our first grade and up Recreational Gymnastics program participates in the National Gymnastics Skills Test Program. In summary, the NGSTP chart is a monitoring system for the skills your child has learned, and has yet to learn, in class.  The required skills are approved on a national level. The charts are updated every two weeks with recently-learned skills. If you do not yet see your child’s name, you will see it soon. Newer students are still being added to the charts. Please see your child’s instructor before or after class with any questions. 








Weather Emergency Closings


Weather emergency closings are very rare. Typically, we will close whenever Austintown Township Schools close. We have, in the past, been able to safely open later in the day once the roads have been cleared. We will attempt to remain open whenever possible. If in doubt, call and we will either have a message on the answering machine or we will personally tell you what we will be doing with regards to the weather emergency. The major indicator here is safety: if you feel unsure about heading out in bad weather, simply call in for an excused absence. Weather emergencies may be made up in open gym times for students in first grade and up. 








Vacation Policy


During a calendar year (January 1 through December 31), a credit of up to one-half month’s regular lesson fees is available. Credit must be taken when the monthly payment is made so that a make-up opportunity is made available to others for the class times when your child will miss. During a “Vacation Credit”, your child will retain their Steady Customer Discount and space on the class roster. The “two week” period may be split into two one-week credits at different times of the year. Competitive Team members must take the credit in a minimum of one-week increments. The week begins on Monday and ends on Sunday. 








Make-Ups


Missed classes will be offered a make-up opportunity only when the following conditions apply: First, the office has been contacted no less than 15 minutes prior to the start of the class which is to be missed. Any excuse is acceptable, please just let us know. Second, students must be on “active status”, which means that they are enrolled in a class and current on their fees. Please remember that make-ups are a privilege and that all make-ups must be arranged through the front office. Some restrictions apply, which include; missed classes may be made up in another class of the same program and skill level when space is available, missed classes should be made up as soon as possible, missed classes must be documented by the office, missed classes may be made up at open gym times when arranged in advance with the office (first grade and up and Leaping Lions only), make-ups must be used within three months of the missed class or they will be dropped from the make-up tracking system, there are no make-ups for members of Competitive Teams, and lastly, missed classes are not substitute form  of payment for upcoming months’ fees.  Please see the office with any questions.
