At the Ohio Gymnastics Institute, Inc. we are always looking for
ways to make our facility a safer and happier place for you in your family.
A recent step that we have taken was in adding an AED or Automated
External Defibrillator to our facility. An AED is a computerized medical
device, which is used to assess the hearts rhythm and determine if the
rhythm requires a shock. AED training courses are often completed along
with CPR training courses. Several of our staff members are already trained
to use the AED and we will be taking steps over the next few weeks to see
that all of the Team OGI staff is prepared in a case of emergency!
